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[English Version]

Article 1 (Scope and Amendments of These Terms)

These Terms set forth the conditions applicable to participation in events (the "Event")
hosted by Pacific Meta Co., Ltd. (the "Company") and the Company's co-hosting
companies, etc. (collectively, the "Organizers"). All persons who apply to participate in
the Event and whose application is accepted by the Organizers (the "Participants")
shall be deemed to have agreed to these Terms.

The Organizers may amend these Terms as necessary. The amended terms shall take
effect from the time they are announced on the official website of the Event or by any
other method the Organizers deem appropriate, and any Participant who participates
in the Event after such announcement shall be deemed to have agreed to the
amended terms.

Article 2 (Application to Participate and Approval-Based Admission)

Any person who wishes to participate in the Event (the "Applicant") shall, via the
application form designated by the Organizers or by any other method, provide the
information specified by the Organizers (including, without limitation, name, affiliation,
contact information, and any other information the Organizers deem necessary)
accurately and up to date.

Participation in the Event is subject to approval, and only Applicants whose
applications have been reviewed and approved by the Organizers shall be granted
eligibility as Participants. The Organizers may, at their discretion, decline to approve
any application. In addition, where ticketing services such as Peatix, Luma, or others
are used, the Organizers may, at their discretion, cancel such ticket even after an
application has been made, and the Applicant agrees that, if such cancellation occurs,
the Applicant will not be able to participate in the Event.

Even if an Applicant suffers any loss or damage due to the Organizers' non-approval of
the application pursuant to the preceding paragraph, the Organizers shall bear no
responsibility whatsoever.

Participation in the Event is free of charge; provided, however, that this shall not apply
where the Organizers separately designate the Event as paid. All costs incidental to
participation, including transportation to the venue, accommodation, communication
charges, and any other expenses, shall be borne by the Participant.

Article 3 (Handling of Personal Information and Registration Information)

The Organizers shall properly manage and use Participants' personal information
obtained in connection with applications for and operation of the Event in accordance
with the Company's privacy policy.

The Organizers may share Participant information with co-hosts, sponsor companies,
and other third parties involved in the operation of the Event within the scope of the
following purposes:

(1) For operating the Event, managing attendance, and managing entry/exit

(2) For providing information related to the Event, conducting surveys, and follow-
up

(3) For notifications by co-hosts and sponsor companies regarding their own
services, events, etc. (including, but not limited to, email distributions)



When sharing information pursuant to the preceding paragraph, the Organizers shall
enter into appropriate agreements, etc. to the extent necessary and give due
consideration to the protection of personal information.

Participants shall apply for and participate in the Event upon consenting to the
Organizers' handling of personal information and the provision of such information to
co-hosts, sponsor companies, etc.

Article 4 (Audio Recording, Video Recording, Photography, and Use of
Likeness, etc.)

The Organizers may take photographs and make audio and video recordings, etc.
within the venue on the day of the Event (collectively, "Records").

The Organizers may use the Records free of charge for the purpose of documenting,
reporting on, publicizing, and other commercial purposes related to the Event on the
Organizers' websites, social media, various media, advertisements, etc. (including, but
not limited to, reproduction, public transmission, editing, adaptation, etc.).

By participating in the Event, Participants agree that their likeness, name, affiliation,
etc. may be used within the scope of the purposes set forth in the preceding
paragraph. If, due to unavoidable circumstances, a Participant does not wish such use
of their likeness, etc., the Participant shall notify the Organizers in advance. However,
in such case, for operational reasons, the Organizers may separately designate
seating, traffic flow, etc.

Article 5 (Prohibited Conduct)
In participating in the Event, Participants shall not engage in any of the following acts:

(1) Nuisance behavior, slander, defamatory or discriminatory remarks, or
harassment toward other Participants, speakers, staff, venue personnel, etc.

(2) Acts that obstruct the operation of the Event or that may impair safety

(3) Audio recording, video recording, or photography prohibited separately by the
Organizers (except where explicitly permitted by the Organizers)

(4) Resale of participation rights, unauthorized transfer to a third party, or listing
on auction sites, etc.

(5) Using information obtained at the Event for improper purposes, or infringing
the rights of third parties

(6) Providing benefits to anti-social forces, etc., or acts equivalent thereto
(7) Any other acts that the Organizers reasonably deem inappropriate

Article 6 (Damage to Venue Facilities and Compensation for Damages)

Participants shall use the venue facilities, equipment, and any other items used in the
Event with the due care of a prudent manager.

If any damage, defacement, loss of equipment, or other loss is caused due to a
Participant's intentional act or negligence, such Participant shall be responsible for
compensating the Organizers or the venue operator, etc. for any damages incurred.

Article 7 (Management of Valuables and Theft, etc.)

Participants shall manage their own valuables and belongings at their own
responsibility and expense.



The Organizers shall not be liable for any loss, theft, damage, etc. of Participants'
valuables or belongings inside or outside the venue, except in cases where the
Organizers have acted with intent or gross negligence.

Article 8 (Changes to or Cancellation of the Event)

If a natural disaster, spread of infectious disease, suspension or delay of transportation
services, sudden illness or accident of a speaker, or any other event beyond the
Organizers' reasonable control occurs, or if unavoidable operational reasons arise, the
Organizers may change the method of holding the Event (including switching to an
online format), change the content, postpone, or cancel all or part of the Event.

If the Organizers make any change, postponement, or cancellation of the Event
pursuant to the preceding paragraph, they will notify Participants as promptly as
possible by the official website, email distribution, social media, or any other method
the Organizers deem appropriate.

Where the Event is free of charge, the Organizers shall not be liable for any damages
incurred by Participants as a result of any change, postponement, or cancellation
under this Article (including, but not Ilimited to, transportation expenses,
accommodation expenses, and lost profits). Where the Event is held on a paid basis,
the handling shall be as separately determined by the Organizers.

Article 9 (Disclaimer and Participant Responsibility)

With respect to any damages incurred by Participants in connection with participation
in the Event (including, without limitation, personal injury accidents, illness, troubles,
equipment failures, data loss, and any other disadvantages), the Organizers shall not
be liable, except in cases where the Organizers have acted with intent or gross
negligence.

If a Participant violates these Terms, or causes damage to the Organizers, other
Participants, speakers, the venue operator, or any other third party by acts that violate
or may violate these Terms, the Participant shall resolve such matters at their own
responsibility and expense and shall not cause any nuisance or damage to the
Organizers.

Article 10 (Suspension or Revocation of Participation Eligibility)

If a Participant violates these Terms, or if the Organizers reasonably determine that
there is a risk of such violation, the Organizers may suspend the Participant's eligibility
to participate in the Event or revoke it prospectively.

Even if eligibility is suspended or revoked pursuant to the preceding paragraph, the
Organizers shall provide no compensation whatsoever to the relevant Participant.

Article 11 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction)

The interpretation of these Terms and any and all disputes relating to the Event shall
be governed by the laws of Japan, and the district court having jurisdiction over the
location of the Organizers' head office shall have exclusive agreed jurisdiction as the
court of first instance.
